Park and ride in comfort from convenient sites to Bath and Bristol
city centres, with free all-day parking at most locations when
using public transport. Keynsham and Saltford travellers can use
Brislington Park & Ride for Bristol and Newbridge Park & Ride for
Bath. Long Ashton serves Southmead Hospital, while Odd Down
serves the Royal United Hospital.

Parking is free for public transport users. All sites have a height
restriction of 610" / 2.1m.
