Ideal
for local journeys and to connect with buses and trains, it runs in
the majority of the West of England, outside of Bristol and Bath
city centres.

From Keynsham, it is possible to travel as far as Midsomer
Norton, Radstock, Bath Park & Rides, RUH, Kingswood High
Street and St Martin’s Hospital.
